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Juntendo University has founded its Graduate School of International Liberal
Arts, with the aim of applying the multilayered and pluralistic wisdom of
the liberal arts to surmount ongoing global crises related to finance, econom-
ics, war and terrorism, and infectious diseases.

At the Graduate School of International Liberal Arts, students learn about
the modern liberal arts at the graduate level. They cover topics such as
communication, political science, economics, and others, ranging from the hu-
manities and social sciences to health and sports science, statistics, medicine,
public health, and the natural and applied sciences.

Message from the Dean

In September 2023, the Graduate School of Interna-
tional Liberal Arts Master s Program (“Graduate
School of International Liberal Arts”) was accredited
by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Sci-
ence and Technology, and in April 2024, it welcomed
nine matriculating students, and classes began. The
Graduate School of International Liberal Arts was
established in response to a societal need to cultivate
talent with sophisticated problem-solving skills,
which can be achieved by expanding graduate-level
education in liberal arts, given the urgent need to
overcome complex global crises. The school aims to
further advance and develop the Department of
International Liberal Arts.

We are at a turning point in history. An anti-global-
ization movement is seeking to blame globalization,
which moves people, things, money, and information
across national borders, for social issues such as wid-
ening income gaps and environmental destruction.
The movement urges people to engage in “rewind-
ing globalization.” The United Kingdom' s secession
from the European Union in 2016, the beginning of
the Trump administration in 2017 and the concomi-
tant fragmentation of American society, the
COVID-19 pandemic that began at the end of 2019,
and the war in Ukraine are all evidence that geopo-
litical and humanitarian crises are occurring contin-
uously. These crises are composite and character-
ized by global risks with multiple simultaneous focal
points. To solve the underlying issues, we need mul-
tilayered, pluralistic knowledge that is transdisci-
plinary and multidisciplinary and integrates multiple
areas of expertise, not standardized, normalized
knowledge in specific areas of expertise.

At the Graduate School of International Liberal
Arts, students receive the transdisciplinary and
interdisciplinary education they need to contribute
to a sustainable global society, which entails over-
coming the various crises associated with anti-glo-
balization. In other words, rather than differentiating
between the humanities and the sciences, we culti-
vate human talent with a sophisticated intellectual
grounding, who have the capacity to obtain a
wide-angle view of multiple disciplines. This equips
them to expand the circle of mutual trust, solidarity,
and cooperation while recognizing and respecting
human diversity and differences. The Graduate
School of International Liberal Arts has two areas of
study: global communications and global services.
The former cultivates “professionals with knowledge
in both the humanities and social sciences as well as
the natural sciences, who are capable of taking on
roles that facilitate collaborative work as they
engage various experts in interacting, uniting, and
cooperating.” The latter cultivates “global health
professionals who take on roles that will solve the
healthcare problems currently facing global society,
such as pandemics, the diversification of diseases
present in aging populations, and inefficient and
unjust health systems.”

The faculty of the Graduate School of International
Liberal Arts invest their full support in students
striving to become these kinds of professionals, and
we look forward to welcoming ambitious students to
the program.

[ The core subjects involve redevelopment and retraining (reskilling) of students’ existing intellectual and practi-
cal skills. While studying specialized subjects, students integrate their knowledge and skillsets with sophisti-
cated, interdisciplinary expertise. Consequently, the program shapes students into professionals with ad-
vanced problem-solving skills.

- Juntendo University was founded in 1838, in the late Edo period. Our founder, Taizen Sato, opened the school to study
Dutch medicine in Yagenbori, Edo (now Tokyo); that school developed into Japan' s oldest medical educational institution.

- Juntendo University has nine faculties that disseminate specialized expertise in medicine and healthcare; liberal arts erudi-
tion is also provided to support the application of medical/healthcare expertise. (Medicine, Health and Sports Science,
Healthcare and Nursing, Health Science and Nursing, International Liberal Arts, Health Science, Medical Science, Health
Data Science, Pharmaceutical Science). Juntendo University is a comprehensive health university with six graduate schools
that emphasize the enrichment of education and research and have produced many researchers and high-level professionals
(Graduate School of Medicine: master’ s and doctoral programs; Graduate School of Health and Sports Science: master’ s and
doctoral programs; Graduate School of Healthcare and Nursing: master’ s and doctoral programs; Graduate School of Health
Science and Nursing: master’ s program; Graduate School of International Liberal Arts: master s program; Graduate School
of Health Data Science: master’ s and doctoral programs). The university has six affiliated hospitals that provide students
with places to apply their knowledge and skills, while also accommodating medical research.
